Subject: 5-Stand Shooting at the Club
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5-Stand

The new all weather elevated 5-stand shooting field is now open. There are 5 stations at various elevations offering
weather sheltered shooting opportunities for compact clays target shooting. The clay target presentations include 8
target machines that provide 2 crossing targets, 2 outbound quartering targets, rabbit, springing teal, a 20’ outbound
tower and an incoming target. Shoot program options vary from all single targets to combinations of single, on report,
following or simultaneous pair presentations. The 25 target shoot programs can be selected based on overall squad
capabilities (novice (level 1) to advanced (level 3)).

Membership

Non member/guests must pay a daily range membership fee of $5. A round consists of 25 targets. Present shooting fees
are set for trap/skeet at $4/round. The 5-stand fee is $7 per round for non members and $5/round for members. First
time (range) shooters will be given the first shooting round free as part of the range fee on the first visit only; all
subsequent rounds will be priced at $7 (5-stand) or $4 (trap/skeet). Junior members of the club (under 18 years of age)
can shoot at $2/round for trap/skeet and $4/round for 5-stand.

Bend Trap Club shooting options include trap (singles, handicap, doubles and continentals) and skeet and now the 5-
stand configuration.

Standard membership rate is $40/year. Special membership rates are also available to members of the various law
enforcement agencies (sheriff, state, local, federal) as well as fire and active duty military personnel. Contact any BTC
director or email for further details and eligibility requirements.

Club Shoot

Also, as a reminder, our club shoot held the second weekend of each month is starting this weekend. It will run for 6
months. Your best 4 scores out of the 6 months will count. You may only enter 1 time per month. However, you can shoot
on Saturday or Sunday (whatever weekend day the club is open).

The Program:

10 16 yd targets

10 continental targets

10 Handicap 19-23.5shoot at 21 yards, 24-27 at 27 yards

10 pair of doubles.

The ENTRY FEE is $20

$10 will be returned to the winners at end of each shooting week (1 in 3 pay, Hi Gun)

As an example, if there are 3 squads (15 shooters) for the week, there will be 5 places paid.
$2 per entry will be retained for the OVERALL WINNERS purses.

The OVERALL winner awards are for the shooters breaking the most targets in 4 out of 6 monthly attempts.
The final purse will be awarded 1 in 3 (Hi Gun) as well on the total score of the 4 best month scores.

Oregon State ATA Trap Shoot

The Oregon State ATA is holding their state and regional trap shoot beginning July 14" and running through July 18" The
program consists of singles, handicap and doubles events totaling 1300 targets. For more information see the program
details on the Club’s website at www.bendtrapclub.com under the Calender option.
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Finally, Club shooting days (through July) remain Thursday, Saturdays and Sundays from approximately 9am to 1pm.
The shooting days may change based on the attendance and participation of the membership in the coming weeks.
